Here are nine things you can do right now
to help maximize your vehicle's fuel economy.

Slow Down

As speed increases, fuel cconomy decreases exponendally. Driving 62 mph
versus 75 mph will reduce fuel consumprion by about 15 percent. You'll save a
lot of fuel, and your trip won't take much longer.

heck Tire Pressure

Remember trying to ride a bike with a flat tire? You had to pedal a lot harder. Under-inflated tires
will make your engine work harder, too. Tires lose about one psi of air pressure per month, and a
tire that is under-inflated by two psi can reduce fuel cconomy by 1 percent.

Empty It Out

It doesn't take much to acquire an extra 20 or 30 pounds of stuff in your trunk or
back seat. And the more weight your vehicle has to carry around, the more fuel it
burns. So, empty unneeded items out of yvour vehicle. Leave the stuff vou don't need
right now at home, and reload it when you do need it

A dirty air fileer makes it harder for your engine to breathe, which affects performance
and fuel economy. Changing your dirty air filter can improve your vehicle’s fuel mileage
by as much as 10 percent.
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
